Minutes of previous meeting presented by Hamberg.  Motion to accept made by Estes, seconded by Prettyman. Passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report:  
Cranmer presented a Treasurer’s Report for the month of April 2019.  Current report shows a balance as of April 16, 2019 with $18,382.78 in checking and $21,039.25 in capital expenditures savings account.  
Motion to accept Treasurer’s Report made by Hawkins, seconded by Estes. Passed unanimously.

Old Business:

· Motion made by E. Cranmer to spend up to $800 for the purchase of furnishings for station 1.  Seconded by Hamberg.  Passed unanimously.  Assigned E. Cranmer and Hamberg.  To be purchased.  Ongoing.  Motion made by Hamberg to amend amount to $2000 for station 1 furnishings.  Seconded by Ringering.  Passed unanimously. Ongoing.  As of April 16, 2019 there is $890 remaining.
· Motion made by Ringering to purchase firefighter decon/cancer prevention equipment and materials not to exceed $500.  Seconded by Fry.  Passed unanimously.  Ongoing. 

· Motion made by Hamberg to re-stock missing tool items not to exceed $200, seconded by Prettyman, passed unanimously.  Assigned Hamberg.  Ongoing. 
· Request by Hamberg to purchase flu shots for personnel as wanted.  Motion made by Hamberg to use Schnucks for flu shots not to exceed $500.  Seconded by Prettyman.  Passed unanimously.  Assigned Kambarian.  Waiting on invoice.

· The GFPD Board of Trustees submitted a purchase request form at the request of the GFPD FFT in reference to the Board of Trustees letter regarding a request for funds from the GFPD FFT.  The purchase request form dated January 12, 2019 requests “Funding of operational expenses of the district, including personnel expenses and equipment expenses.”  The letter specifically requests that $21,743.71 is transferred from the Foreign Fire Board to the general fund of the district to meet operational expenses.  Purchase request form shows fifteen no votes and zero yes votes.  Discussion ensued.  Opinions were offered stating that the FFT board has paid for several items and assisted with the purchase of operational equipment.  Opinions were offered to match the private donations for the new pumper with FFT capital funds.  Opinions were offered that comments by the board prevent a certain degree of trust.  Opinions were offered that any potential proposed agreement with the district should be drafted by an attorney.  Purchase request died for lack of a motion.  Motion made by E. Cranmer to draft a potential proposed agreement to provide $14,000 in funds only to be used towards the new pumper project with certain stipulations.  Seconded by Estes.  Passed unanimously.  


Trustee Ford commented on the truck bids that were received.  He commented on deficiencies of the 
KME bid #1 for $419,995 and the Pierce bid for $406,000.  Discussion ensued about bid requirements 
and truck specifications.  Mr. Ford suggested that all three bidders be given until Monday’s board 
meeting to update specifications and present a new bid.  Several members of the board voiced their 
opinions about the truck acquisition.


Motion made by Hamberg to provide up to $14,000 in funds to the District upon acceptance of the Fire 
Chief’s recommendation for a pumper.  Seconded by Hawkins. Passed unanimously.  
· Byrd has resigned as a POC with the fire district.  Motion made by Hamberg to hold an election to replace a POC (non-probationary) member on the board.  Seconded by Estes.  Passed unanimously. 
New Business:
· Purchase request by Farmer to upgrade WiFi routers at each station.  Three yes votes. Zero no votes.  Motion made by Prettyman to improve WiFI at each station with a total not to exceed $400. Seconded by Hawkins.  Assigned Farmer.

· Motion made by Hamberg to pay for two frames for memorial banners for Captain Ringering not to exceed $450, seconded by Estes.  Passed unanimously. 
· An election was held to fill the POC seat vacated by POC Firefighter Byrd.  The election closed on April 16, 2019 at 12pm.  Nick Dawdy and Ryan Dawdy were nominated as candidates for the position.  The following votes are as follows:

Ryan Dawdy: 5
Nick Dawdy: 7
Nick Dawdy will serve the duration of Tommy Byrd’s term.  His term will begin today, April 16, 2019.
Public Comments:   None

There being no further business before the Committee, a motion to adjourn was made by Hawkins and seconded by Estes.   Passed unanimously.
